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DATABASE MANAGEMENT AND ADMINISTRATION

= We host the data on a server maintained in Southern California by an Authorized Service Provider which
utilizes remote viewing tools such as (for Concordance) Dataflight’'s FYI Core Server while our document
review team accesses the data via Dataflight FYI Reviewer. FY1 2.0 brings Dataflight's Concordance
product into a web browser, with state-of-the-art data security and user security, and secure, centralized
remote access. Summation’s WebBlaze serves a similar function as Concordance FYI.

= A Certified Software Administrator serves as database administrator and a Certified Trainer serves as
project team trainer and ongoing user support person throughout the life of each project.

= We provide data normalization as needed at upload, identifying and correcting any errors in the data file
requiring database repair or data manipulation.

= We develop a consistent methodology for each database reviewer, and we create an audit field which
tracks reviewer identity.

= We utilize tools such as Blue Trace processing (by Syngence), run on email databases in order to establish
email threads.
